COLOMBIAN GOVERNMENT OFFERS AN HUMANITARIAN EXCHANGE TO THE FARC

· Those rebels released must make a commitment to not return to the guerrillas 

Bogotá, 18 aug. (SNE).- Last July 23rd, the Colombian Government sent to the Farc, through the Swiss government, a humanitarian exchange proposal, to free unilaterally, 50 rebels processed or condemned by rebellion, whom should not return to the guerrilla movement.

The High Commissioner of Peace, Luis Carlos Restrepo, read a press statement of the government that says the rebels released will have two options: “they can leave the country or enroll in a government program to reintegrate to the society. The French government and the Colombian Church will guarantee these alternatives”

The offer sent to the Farc, indicates that once the unilateral release will be made “the guerrilla release the kidnapped politicians and the Public Force members in his power”.

This process, says the statement, will have the support of Swiss, France and the International Committee of the Red Cross.

Until now, there is no answer from the Farc to his offer.
